1. Establishment

Jamia Millia Islamia is a comprehensive research-intensive Central (Public)
University. The university made a modest beginning in 1920 at Aligarh, and later
moved to Delhi in 1925. It is the result of the tireless efforts of its founders;
Shaikhul Hind Maulana Mahmud Hasan, Maulana Muhammad Ali Jauhar, Jenab
Hakim Ajmal Khan, Dr. Mukhtar Ahmad Ansari, Jenab Abdul Majeed Khwaja, and
Dr. Zakir Hussain to create an institution that would manifest indigenous ethos
and spirit of plurality. Jamia Millia Islamia, in 1988 became a Central University
by an Act of Parliament. It is a national institution that offers progressive
education and nationalist ideals to students from all communities, particularly the
Muslims, providing them with cutting edge learning experience, internationally
benchmarked education, intellectual freedom and research opportunities in frontier
areas of contemporary fields.

Today Jamia Millia Islamia is ranked at 04th position in the country amongst
universities in NIRF 2025 rankings issued by the Ministry of Education, Govt. of
India. It was accredited with the highest grade of 'A++' by the NAAC, Ministry of
Education in the second cycle of assessment in 2021.

1.8 Academics

e The university admits students through a national level entrance tests. Admission in
Engineering, Architecture, Dentistry & ITEP B.Ed programs are made on the basis of
combined entrance tests of JEE, NATA, NEET and NCET respectively. Students are
admitted in few other Undergraduate Courses of the university through CUET conducted by
N.T.A. The average demand ratio during last year was 1:19. About one third students of the
university are female students and about sixty percent students come from outside Delhi-
NCR. The university also has about 3% students from abroad representing over thirty
countries.

e The University has a healthy student to faculty ratio. The excellence of faculty is reflected in
the fact that many faculty members are Fellows/Member of INSA, NASc, IEEE and few are
JC Bose Fellows and some are recipients of fellowship like Fulbright, INSPIRE,
Ramalingaswamy, Ramanujan, ICSSR and other prestigious fellowships.

e Jamia‘s contribution to higher education and governance has been recognised as many
faculty members are currently serving/served as Vice-Chancellors / Directors / Chairman/
Registrar / Controller of Examination in Universities/ Institutions/ Regulatory bodies.

e NEP 2020 IMPLEMENTATION: The University has completed Phase 1 of NEP 2020
Implementation, with the Four Year UG Program (FYUP) offered from the Academic year 2023-
24 with Multiple Entry/Exit options, Academic Bank of Credits (ABC), SWAYAM Adoption, the
choice to opt for two programs at the same time etc, are already available to students. B Tech
curriculum has been revamped as per NEP 2020 and implemented from the academic year 2023-
24. Internationalization, Assessment of Learning outcomes as per NEP 2020, Adult Education &
Lifelong Learning, Innovation & Research Emphasis are also being revised, under NEP 2020.

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In Phase II, development of Curriculum and Pedagogy for PG programs under NEP is going to
start in few programs from 2026-27 and full roll out of one year PG programs is
underway, Capacity Building of Faculty & Staff, Awareness campaigns for students and
mentoring of other Institutes/Universities for NEP implementation etc. are the priorities.

1.9 Research and Innovations

The h-index of the university as is 212 as per SCOPUS.

2544 research articles were published in Scopus indexed journals in the last fiscal year.
423 research articles were published in non-Scopus indexed but UGC listed journals especially

in fields of culture, languages and humanities and others.

495 Books/Book chapters were published by the faculty members.
Published 79 review articles in journals of standard repute and 190 covering fields like Al
integration in renewable energy and Electric Vehicle, COVID-19, dental health and various aspects of
science, engineering and social sciences.
During this year, the numbers of Postdoc/RA/Y oung Scientist/[CCR/ICSSR Fellows are 115 while
330 students are JRF/SRF/NET/GATE fellowship holders while 358 students receive Non-NET
fellowships for the PhD program.

Centre for Media and Governance continues to enjoy status of Centre with Potential for

Excellence in Particular Area.

In all 67 research projects across various disciplines out of which 49 projects belong to fields of
Science and Technology which includes Bilateral International projects, multi-institutional and
individual projects with grants over 33 crores from different agencies like DST, DBT, ICMR, ICCR,
AYUSH, MEITY, ICSSR, NBCC, MoMA and other prestigious agencies.

The University get sanction of R&D grant of Rs. 14.8 crore to establish Centre of Excellence with
state of the art Research Lab for Electric Vehicle and Cyber Security Lab.

Eight faculty members have been awarded proposal for SPARC under the new initiatives and are
hopeful for securing many more proposals.

41 Patents were filed during the year 2024-2025, while 12 are published, 21 are granted and a few
are under examination.

499 Awards/Laurels were bagged by faculty members from different private/state/national/
International level/ International agencies.

Presentations and talks: 2113 invited talks/keynote speeches were delivered by faculty members at
several state/national/international forums/levels

Seminars/conferences Organized: 395 across various disciplines with support from JMI and other
funding.

22 Researchers are listed in the World’s Top 2% Scientists for the year 2024 curated by Meta
Centre, Stanford University published by Elsevier on 19 Sep 2025.

Jamia Millia Islamia researchers have developed many unique solutions like, With India’s first RNA
extraction-free workflow called Cas13 Associated Saliva-based & Smartphone Integrated Testing
(Casspit), the researchers believe reliance on RT-PCR can be reduced as the new method gives test
results within an hour, Al based solution for Power Electronics and Renewable Energy applications

are developed to check the health of the system.

The University Library System at Jamia Millia Islamia includes Dr. Zakir Husain Library, the
central library, and several departmental libraries. Together, they hold a vast collection of over
6 lakh books, including 6,000 rare books and 2,243 rare manuscripts. The library has a
reference collection of 7,581 books in Urdu, Hindi, English, Arabic, and Persian. It also offers a
rich collection of 2,500 books by Jamia authors and 5,276 theses from JMI. The library

subscribes to 113 print journals and provides access to 30 magazines and 26 newspapers in

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English, Hindi, and Urdu. The collection further includes 24,500 bound volumes, supporting
academic and research needs. In addition to print materials, the library offers digital
resources, including 3,117 e-books, 7,000 subscribed e-journals, and 13,000 e-journals
available under the ONOS policy. It also provides access to 32 academic databases covering
subjects like Sciences, Social Sciences, Arts & Humanities, Engineering, and Law. To support
research and learning, the library offers remote access to databases and anti-plagiarism
software. The Digital Resource Centre has 100 workstations, along with an additional 200

computers available for students.

Dr. Zakir Husain Library, the central library, and other Departmental/Centre libraries are
automated for housekeeping operations such as acquisitions, circulation, technical processing,
serial control, and Web OPAC, using Koha as the Integrated Library Management System
(ILMS). The entire process of book acquisition and technical processing is managed through
dedicated modules of the software. Koha's circulation module supports all activities, including
book issue and return, reservations, overdue reminders, recalls, and fine management.
Additionally, Koha's serials management module efficiently handles subscriptions, tracking of
print journal issues, reminders for missing issues, and journal volume binding. As a web-based

service, Koha OPAC provides 24 /7 access from anywhere.
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1.15 (b) Hostel Facility

Jamia is emerging as a preferred destination for higher education and attracts students
from across country and abroad leading to a strong students’ diversity with over 68%
students coming from other states, besides foreigners out of over 20 thousand students

across all the programs, out of which about 30% get hostel accommodation.

1.15 (c) Sports Facilities

Jamia lays immense stress on holistic development of the students and staff by providing
various sporting activities. Jamia has created and maintained excellent sports facilities
and extensive infrastructure for holding cultural events and other co-curricular activities.

Initially, the University got recognition in sports when Jamia won its first Gold and Silver
Medal in Wrestling in 1977 at the All India Inter University Championship.

The ground within its periphery now also
consists of Centrally Air-Conditioned
Indoor Games Stadium. The sports
complex has facilities for: Cricket, Football,
Lawn Tennis Court, Volleyball Court,
Badminton, Basketball, Table Tennis and
Hockey. The Complex is equipped with
latest Gymnasium and sports equipment.
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The University provides free medical facilities for students, teaching and non-teaching staff
through Ansari Health Centre, Faculty of Dentistry, Centre for Physiotherapy and
Rehabilitation Services and Unani Pharmacy. The Health Centre provides primary
healthcare under one roof. Doctors are available till 10 pm, including weekends.
Ambulance services are available 24 hours for any emergency needs. A panel of specialist
doctors (consultant) in different fields/area visit Jamia twice a week.

RCA’s curriculum is thoughtfully designed to foster both intellectual rigour and
personal growth. It integrates interactive sessions, group discussions, mock
interviews, personality development modules, and dedicated mental health sessions,
complemented by demand-specific classes for General Studies.

Progress at RCA is driven by measurable monthly goals, reinforced through regular
written examinations and MCQ-based assessments. A hallmark of the academy’s
innovation is the RCA Hourglass: Answer Writing Practice - a structured and
systematic writing drill conducted under real examination conditions to sharpen
analytical clarity and presentation skills.

The academy’s commitment to excellence was exemplified last year when Alfred
Thomas emerged as the topper from RCA, securing an impressive Rank 33 in the Civil
Services Examination. There were a total of 33 selections in the CSE, 8 in the IFoS,
and around 15 in State and other Central Services last year.

Admission of eligible candidates to all Programs offered by various faculties and centres of
Jamia Millia Islamia shall be done through merit determined on the basis of an Entrance Test
conducted by JMI (Except B.Tech, B.Arch., BDS, ITEP B.Sc -B.Ed, ITEP B.A. B.Ed, BPT and
courses mentioned at Annexure-VI), and wherever applicable, followed by an interview
and/or other components. For B.Tech., admission is offered to eligible candidates as per
merit on the basis of the final ranks of candidates in JEE Main 2026, for B.Arch., admission is
offered to eligible candidates as per merit on the basis of the rank of candidates in NATA-
2026 after first cut-off conducted by Council of Architecture.

Admission to BDS program shall be on the basis of merit in NEET-2026 and conducted by
Medical Counselling Cell (MCC) of D.G.H.S. Gol. In case of any vacancies transferred to JMI by
MCC, the University shall publicize them on its website.

Candidates obtaining less than 30% marks in the descriptive part of the Entrance Test,
wherever applicable, will not be shortlisted for interview/ admission.

There will be negative marking of 0.25 marks for each wrong answer in the Objective Type/
Multiple Choice questions in all programs of the University (Except Ph.D).

No documents to be uploaded with online application form except Photograph and
signature.

Jamia Millia Islamia reserves the right to reject the application form(s) if a candidate submits more
than one application form for the same Program and for any other reason.

4.4 Cancellation of Admission

(i) If a candidate fails to submit his/her result/certificate of the qualifying examination(s) or any
other certifica/document required to complete the admission formalities by the last date as
notified by the University for the Concerned Program in this prospectus or on the University
website admission portal.

(ii) At any stage, if any information furnished by the candidate is found to be incorrect or if a
candidate has been wrongly admitted due to any reason.
(iii) The candidate has to produce his/her academic records mentioned in the online application

form, at the time of admission to concerned Centre/Faculty/Deptt, failing which admission
shall not be granted. Filling online admission form, issue of admit card does not guarantee
admission.

5.0 RESERVATION OF SEATS
Please Note:

Candidates seeking admission under reserved category can apply for reservation under ONE category only
and shall be required to fulfill the prescribed eligibility conditions of the Program.

Relaxation in minimum prescribed percentage of marks in the qualifying examination for admission to a
Program shall be permissible only under one relaxation criteria.

If a reserved category candidate qualifies the Entrance Test for admission under the General category,
he/she shall be considered under the General category as well as the claimed reserved category.
However, the admission to such candidate shall be given under one category only based on his/her
standing in the merit list. The reservation rule is applicable program wise only, in case several programs
are clubbed in one program code.

5.1 Muslim Minority

Vide Judgment dated 22.2.2011 in Case No. 1443 of 2006 (along with connected petitions), the JMI has
been declared a Minority Educational Institution under Article 30(1) of the Constitution of India read with
Section 2(g) of the National Commission for Minority Educational Institutions Act by the Commission. As a
consequence, there of, the University shall provide for the following reservations:

(i) 30% of the total number of seats in each Program shall be earmarked for Muslim applicants.

(ii) 10% of the total number of seats in each Program shall be earmarked for Women applicants
who are Muslims.

(iii) 10% of the total number of seats in each Program shall be earmarked for “Other Backward
Classes” (OBCs) and Scheduled Tribes who are Muslims, as per the list notified by the Central
Government.
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Please Note:

° The reservation for Muslim OBC candidates will only be applicable to the candidates belonging
to “Non- Creamy Layer”. All such applicants are required to submit an OBC (Central
Government List) certificate from the competent authority, format of which is available on:
https://www.ncbc.nic.in/Writereaddata/certificate.pdf

o If seats remain vacant in any program from amongst the 10% of the total number of seats
earmarked as per 5.1 (ii) and (iii) above, such vacant seats shall stand transferred to the category
5.1(i),i.e., Muslim applicants.

5.2 Persons with Disabilities

5% seats in all Programs in Jamia Millia Islamia shall be reserved for physically challenged persons in
accordance with the provisions of the Persons with Disabilities (Ministry of Social Justice Empowerment)
Gazette Notification Dated 15 June 2017 under the following categories (to the extent of 1% each, and
interchangeable in case of non-availability of eligible applicants):

(i)Blindness/low vision (ii)Hearing impairment (iii) Locomotor disability or cerebral palsy (iv) Autism/
Intellectual/ specific learning/ mental illness (v) Multiple disabilities from amongst person under
clauses (6) to (9) including deaf blindness (vi) Muscular Dystrophy (vii) Leprosy Cured (viii) Dwarfism (ix)
Acid attack victim (x) Deaf (xi) Hard of hearing (xii) Speech and Language disability (xiii) Chronic
Neurological conditions (xiv) Multiple Sclerosis (xv) Parkinson’s disease (xvi) Haemophilia (xvii)
Thalassemia (xviii) Sickle Cell Disease.

For B.P.T & M.P.T. programs it shall be as per NCAHP guidelines.

Candidates under these categories will be given relaxation to the extent of 5% marks in the qualifying
examination.

Unless and other wise provided, only such candidates shall be considered under this category as are
suffering from not less than 40% of disability as certified by a competent medical authority.

Provided that in the Faculty of Dentistry, candidates with only locomotory disability of lower limbs
between 50% to 70% will be considered. In case of unavailability of such candidates, unfilled seats in this
5% quota shall be filled up by persons with locomotory disability of lower limbs between 40% to 50%
before they are included in the annual sanctioned seats for General Category candidates as per the D.C.I.
Gazette notification.

For PWD candidates, the details of the UDID card has to be submitted at the time of admission (if
selected) which shall be verified from UDID portal of the Department of Empowerment of Persons
with disabilities. Those who do not have the UDID card should bring disability certificate in proper
format and same will be verified at Ansari Health Centre JMI and also shall be verified from the
issuing authority.

5.3 Internal (Jamia) Students

5% seats in all Undergraduate/Degree/Diploma/Certificate Programs shall be filled by internal students of
Jamia who have passed their qualifying examination of the concerned program (X or Xll) from Jamia
Schools as regular students.

Candidates seeking admission under this category will not be required to submit domicile
certificate.

However, they will have to submit a certificate in support of their claim of being Kashmiri
migrants obtainable from the registered Divisional Commissioner of the concerned State/Union
Territory.

Candidates seeking admission under this category will be required to submit a domicile
certificate in support of their claim of being from Jammu & Kashmir.

6.3 Foreign Candidates under General Category

(i) Certificate of Invitational / Memorial /Open/Prize money league/Ranking tournaments will NOT be
considered eligible for admissions.

(ii) The candidates shall be required to produce a “Proof of Identity” (Adhaar, Passport, Driving
License, Election I-Card) at the time of Sports trial in their respective game.

(iii) Relaxation to the extent of 5% of minimum eligibility marks in aggregate or in the subject
concerned, as the case may be, will be given to such candidate.

(iv) Such candidates shall be considered for admission by the Shaikhul Jamia (Vice-Chancellor) over and
above the seats allotted to each programs on the recommendation of the duly constituted and
approved Admission cum Trail Committee.

(v) There shall be no such provision of admission for outstanding sports persons in any program in the
Faculties of Engineering and Technology, Architecture and Ekistics, Dentistry, Centre for
Physiotherapy & Rehabilitation Sciences, AJK-MCRC, Law, Faculty of Management, BA (Hons)
Mass Media Hindi, B.Ed (Special Education), M.Ed (Special Education) & Advance Diploma in
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Advanced Diploma in Child Guidance & Counselling and in other Programs as decided by the
Academic Council from time to time.
(vi) Candidates selected under Sports Category shall have to give a self-attested undertaking for their
conduct/participation in practice/representing the university team at the time of admission.

(vii) All the original sports certificates shall be kept in the custody of Office of the Games and Sports for
at least one year. The Office of the Director, Games & Sports shall get the certificate of at least 30%
of the admitted candidates under sports category verified from the authority issuing the certificate.

(viii) They should also register their preference of courses for Maximum of five courses in order of their
preference / where they desire admission. These preference would be utilized later in the allotment
of courses.

(ix) Allotment of course to the provisionally selected candidates shall be made by the duly
constituted Admission-cum-Sports Trials Committee as per their MARKS/MERIT obtained by
them in their respective Sports Trials.

(x) The applicant is required to upload Self-attested copies of three Merit/Participation certificates.

(xi) Sports Certificates issued between 01/04/2023 to 31/03/2026 shall be considered valid for
admissions under Sports Category for the Session 2026-27.

(xii) Admission under the Sports Category is limited to the following games (MEN & WOMEN):

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6.5 N.C.C. Cadets

(i) Relaxation to the extent of 5% marks in aggregate or in the subject concerned, as the case
may be, will be given to N.C.C. cadets having the following N.C.C. Certificates:
e “A” or “B” Certificate for admission to undergraduate programs.
e “C” Certificate for admission to postgraduate Programs.

(ii) “A” or “B” Certificate holders admitted on this basis shall have to continue in the N.C.C. for at
least one year.

The relaxation of marks shall be permissible on the production of relevant certificates duly verified by the
N.S.S. Program Coordinator of the Jamia.

Note: The Relaxations given in 6.4, 6.5 and 6.6 shall however, not be applicable to programs offered by

the Faculties of Architecture & Ekistics, Engineering &Technology, Dentistry, Physiotherapy and part-
time/ evening Programs.

6.7 Urdu Medium Candidates

A specified number of admissions against Urdu Medium seats in B.Ed. and Diploma in Elementary

Education are provided to prepare teachers for Urdu medium Schools.

(i) Candidates applying for admission against Urdu medium seats should have passed
High School or a higher examination from a recognized Board/University with Urdu as an
optional subject

(ii) Candidates having acquired qualification equivalent to Class X and above from a Madrasa
recognized by Jamia Millia Islamia will be eligible for admission against Urdu Medium seats.
(iii) Candidates having passed Elementary / Easy /General Urdu and those possessing Urdu

Proficiency Certificate from institutions other than recognized Boards/ University (such as
Urdu Academies, Jamia Urdu, Aligarh etc.) will not be considered eligible for admission
against Urdu Medium seats.

6.8 Important Rules for all Programs of Faculty of Education

Eligibility:

While calculating the percentage of marks secured by a candidate, only those marks shall be considered
which are taken into account by the university/board concerned for the purpose of awarding
division/class. Only those subjects shall be considered for the purpose of admission in D.EL.LEd. course

in which the candidate has secured 50% or above and whose marks have been considered for awarding
division/class.
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Medium:
The candidates are required to clearly mention their medium in the application for the programe
wherever it is applicable for admission in the concerned programe. Medium once offered shall not be
changed.

Candidates selected in Urdu Medium seats will be provided instructions in Urdu Medium. These seats
are specially meant to prepare teachers for Urdu medium schools.

A common entrance test of B.Ed programe will be conducted irrespective of the medium and subject
opted by the candidate. The entrance test paper will be printed in three languages namely, Hindi,
English and Urdu.

If the number of qualified candidates available in a certain subject group under a given category is less
than the number to be finally selected, then intra- group or inter-group transfer may be done
depending upon the situation.

7.0 GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE ENTRANCE TEST

All candidates seeking admission to various programs are required to appear in the Entrance Test(s)
which in certain cases may be followed by other components such as interview etc. in accordance with
the admission schedule given in Annexure— | (Pages 71-128). This section provides the details of the
admission process.

The candidates have to opt a city among the list given above, in the online admission form,
for taking the admission test. However, the second choice of admission test city is Delhi by
default. If in case number of applicant is either 49 or less, the test of that program will be
conducted in Delhi or any other cities as per the decision and notified by the competent
authority of JMI. Same will be communicated to the applicant via admit card.

All remaining Entrance Tests shall be conducted at New Delhi (Mainly at Jamia Millia
Islamia campus).

The University shall prepare the rank list strictly as per the merit of the entrance test score of
candidates in various programs based on the provisions made in the University Ordinances and
in accordance with various applicable reservations and relaxations.

Entrance Test results shall be subject to clearance from “Not to be Admitted List “ maintained
by the Office of the Chief Proctor, Jamia Millia Islamia.

The lists of provisionally selected candidates for admission will be displayed on the Jamia’s
website https://admission.jmi.ac.in; as given in the schedule in this prospectus or as notified on
the University website. No intimation to the candidates will be sent by post.

The list of candidates selected for interview, wherever applicable, shall be displayed in ascending
order of their Entrance Test Roll No. and will be displayed on Jamia’s website on the date given in
the admission schedule.

JMI may display additional lists of candidates selected from the waiting list in order of merit as
per the University procedure. Candidates are advised to check the University website regularly.

If required, JMI may consider for spot registration for admission from the list of selected and
waitlisted candidates strictly in order of merit provided that they fulfill the eligibility criteria.
The details about spot registration may be notified for which the candidates are advised to
check the University website https://admission.jmi.ac.in regularly. The candidates shall be
allowed to take part in spot round in programs (Only) in which he/she has filled the complete
admission form and appeared in the entrance test (for programs for which JMI has conducted
entrance test).

The candidates will be offered admission in programs (Only) in which he/she has filled the
complete admission form strictly as per merit and JMI reservation rules.

In case where many courses/branch are in one program, the candidate will be allotted as per the
preference filled in the application form, strictly as per merit and JMI admission rules. For

Upgradation of program/branch, the candidate has to take admission and fill a form at the time
of admission if he/she wants to retain the allotted course/branch or want to upgrade.
Upgradation will be done strictly as per merit and JMI admission rules. In no case, down
gradation shall be allowed. The candidate is not allowed to change the preference after the form
edit date is over.

For Programs in which interview is a component of entrance test following rule is applied:

As per JMI Reservation policy, candidates in each reservation category shall be called for
interview. The number of candidates called for interview will be Four/Five times the number
of seats of that category. The category in which candidates will be called for interview will be
displayed on the webpage. The candidates called for interview in category will be selected in
that category or in lower priority category only.

For Example, If a candidate of Muslim reservation Category is called for Interview in General
Category, then the candidate will get an offer for admission in either General or Muslim
Category, strictly as per merit. If a Candidate is called for interview in Muslim Category, the
candidate will get an offer for admission in Muslim Category only, strictly as per merit. Same
rule is valid for other category reservation candidates.

In case two candidates get same score in entrance test then following tie braking rule is applied:
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In all other programs (Except B.Tech, B. Arch, BDS, ITEP B.Ed and courses under Annexure-VI), the
tiebreak is done on the basis of date of birth i.e. the older in age candidate is given higher rank.
For interview programs, the candidate securing high marks in written component of entrance
test, is given higher rank. If the marks in written component are also same, then date of birth
criterion is used i.e. the older in age candidate will be given higher rank.

For B.Tech, B.Arch. ,BDS, ITEP B.ED & for programs whose admission will be done based on the
CUET score the rank is allotted by the agency conducting the test.

Selected candidates must complete their admission formalities on or before the date notified as
per the Admission Schedule provided in the Admission List.

If a student does not claim there fund of his/her credit balance within one year of leaving the
Jamia, the amount standing to his/her credit shall be credited to the Central Scholarship Fund.

The Caution Money will be refunded only after examination results are announced. If it remains
unclaimed for more than one year from the date of announcement of the result, it shall not be
refunded and shall be credited to the Central Scholarship Fund.

Dependents of staff members of Jamia shall not be required to pay Caution Money, if a staff
member gives undertaking in writing to the effect that the caution money, whenever required to
be paid may be deducted from his/her salary.

This CBCS provides students a wide diversity of subjects from which they can choose what they really like
and have aptitude for, apart from the core subject they have chosen. The flexibility inherent in the system
will allow students to acquire a rounded personality by choosing subjects across disciplines and mediums.
The University would like to encourage interdisciplinary among students in their studies and research. To
facilitate this, a cumulative list of courses that will run under CBCS is being provided. Students are advised
to go through the list carefully so that they can make an informed choice. Course Advisors in all
departments may be contacted for advice or any other help related to the CBCS.

Key Objectives of NEP

The National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 is a transformative framework aimed at reshaping India's
education system and ensuring its relevance in a rapidly evolving world. For students at Jamia Millia
Islamia, the key objectives of NEP 2020 can be summarized as follows:

Holistic and Multidisciplinary Education:

NEP 2020 envisions a shift from a rigid, stream-based system to a more flexible, multidisciplinary approach
to learning. To achieve this objective, Jamia Millia Islamia is striving to provide options to its students to
explore various fields of study across disciplines, enabling them to pursue a broad-based education that
combines knowledge, skills, and creativity.

Promotion of Critical Thinking and Creativity:

Jamia Millia Islamia aims to foster critical thinking, problem solving, and creativity among students. It
encourages learning through inquiry, collaboration, and hands-on experiences rather than rote
memorization. This approach will empower students to become independent thinkers, innovators, and
leaders.

Skill Development and Vocational Education:

The policy highlights the importance of vocational education from an early stage. By integrating skill
development programs and vocational training into mainstream education, Jamia Millia Islamia aims to
equip students with practical skills, enhancing their employability and preparing them for diverse career
opportunities.

Focus on Indian Languages and Cultural Heritage:

The curricula of FYUP programs provide opportunities to students to learn about Indian Languages &
cultural heritage by taking them as subjects under Skill/Ability Enhancement or Value Added Courses. For
more academic rigor, JMI students may also pursue such courses as Minors/Multidisciplinary subject to
pre-requisites & constraints that may vary across disciplines.

Flexible Education Pathways:
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NEP 2020 advocates for flexible entry and exit points in education, enabling students to take breaks, re-
enter at a later stage, or switch streams with ease. This ensures that students can continue their education
in a way that best suits their interests and circumstances.

Strengthening Research and Innovation:

The policy encourages fostering a research-driven culture at all levels of education, particularly in higher
education institutions. This includes increasing funding for research and creating environments that nurture
innovation and creativity. Most FYUP programs at Jamia Millia Islamia usually offer an option in fourth year
to purse Honours with Research degree.

Some Important Terminologies for Understanding NEP Programs

FYUP: Four-Year Undergraduate Program

Major discipline is the discipline or subject of main focus and the degree will be awarded in that discipline.
Students should secure the prescribed number of credits (about 50% of total credits) through core courses
in the major discipline.

Minor discipline helps a student to gain a broader understanding beyond the major discipline.

Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC) are the courses based upon the content that leads to knowledge
enhancement through various areas of study.

Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) are skill-based courses in all disciplines and are aimed at providing hands-
on-training, competencies, proficiency & skills to students.

Value Added Courses (VAC) are common pool of courses offered by different disciplines and aimed
towards personality building.

Courses from Other Disciplines (Multidisciplinary) - All UG students are required to undergo 3
introductory-level courses relating to any of the broad disciplines offered by the university other than the
major & minor streams opted by them.

Discipline Specific Core: These are the courses that are to be chosen by students of Multidisciplinary B.A. &
B.Sc. programs. Students may choose any three disciplines and earn at least 32 credits in each one of them.

Multiple Exit Options

The students of Four Years Undergraduate Programs (FYUP) under NEP are allowed to take exist from the
program at the end of each academic year with following certificates:

UG Certificate (Exit 1): Students who opt to exit after completion of the first year and have secured 40
credits will be awarded a UG Certificate if, in addition, they complete one vocational
course/internship/apprenticeship of 4 credits during the summer vacation of the first year and in addition
to 6 credits from skill-based courses earned during 1st and 2nd semester. These students are allowed to re-
enter the degree program within three years and complete the degree program within the stipulated
maximum period of seven years (Level 5).

UG Diploma (Exit 2): Students who opt to exit after completion of the second year and have secured 80
credits will be awarded the UG Diploma, if, in addition, they complete one vocational course of 4 credits
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during the summer vacation of the first or second year. These students are allowed to re-enter the degree
programme within three years and complete the degree programme within the stipulated maximum period
of seven years (Level 6).

3-Year UG Degree (Exit 3): Students who wish to undergo a 3- Year UG programme will be awarded UG
Degree in the Major discipline after successful completion of three years, securing 120 credits and
satisfying the minimum credit requirement.

4-Year UG Degree (Honours) (Exit 4): A four-year UG Honours degree in the major discipline will be
awarded to those who complete a four-year degree programme with 160 credits and have satisfied the
credit requirements of the program.

4-Year UG Degree (Honours with Research) (Exit 4): Students who secure CGPA of 8.5 and above in the
first six semesters and wish to undertake research at the undergraduate level can choose a research stream
in the fourth year. They should do a research project or dissertation under the guidance of a faculty
member of the University/College. The research project/dissertation will be in the major discipline. The
students, who secure 160 credits, including minimum of 12 credits from a research project/dissertation, are
awarded UG Degree (Honours with Research).

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Multiple Entries into FYUP:

Jamia Miillia Islamia (JMI), has adopted the Multiple Entry system in accordance with the provisions of
National Education Policy (NEP)-2020. Admissions under the Multiple Entry Mode shall be governed by the
following rules:

- JMI shall admit students in Odd Semester (i.e. 39, 5" & 7" Semester only) of FYUP UG programs
only, subject to availability of vacant seats in such programs.

- JMI shall advertise the vacant seat position along with its eligibility and reservation category (for
admission in the odd semester of FYUP UG programs) along with the Prospectus on its admission
portal https://admission.jmi.ac.in.

- Interested candidates shall have to apply for admission under Multiple Entry mode (for FYUP UG
programs where availability of seats is notified) in online mode, whose forms will be made available
on Jamia’s admission portal https://admission.jmi.ac.in.

- Admission shall be based on performance in the entrance test and will be based on merit, as also in
accordance with JMI’s reservation policy mentioned in JMI ordinances and Prospectus.

- The candidate seeking admission to JMI should be from a HEI and should have been enrolled in a
FYUP UG program under NEP 2020 in their own University, prior to seeking admission in JMI. The
same rule applies to candidates from JMI, who too must have been enrolled in a FYUP UG program
as per NEP 2020 in JMI.

- Further, the HEI should be included in the list of institutions maintained by UGC under Section 2(f) of
the UGC Act 1956 and, in respect of private universities, with the UGC Committee’s report in
accordance with Section 13 of the UGC Act 1956.

- Credits and the NCrF levels attained shall be the basis for drawing equivalence for considering lateral
entry of students/ learners

- The annual fees of the said programs shall be mentioned along with the advertisement.

- The candidates admitted through Multiple Entry mode are required to submit their ABC details to
JMI at the time of admission to facilitate the transfer of credit of courses completed in their home
institution.

- The maximum duration of 4 years FYUP UG program shall be 7 years as per NEP guidelines. The
candidates, applying after a gap, for admission to the next level of FYUP UG program, must ensure
they have sufficient time to complete the program. No candidate shall be admitted to any FYUP
program in Jamia if he/she has already completed seven (7) years from the date of initial registration
in the FYUP program in the initial university.

- Upon admission to JMI, the Credit Equivalence Committee may, if necessary, ask the candidate to
complete additional credits. Compliance with this requirement shall be mandatory for the candidate
in order to be eligible for the award of the diploma/degree from JMI.

- If the credit earned at JMI is less than 50%, JMI shall not issue the degree but transfer the credits
earned at JMI to the Home University.

- If the credit earned at JMI is less than 50%, JMI shall not issue the degree but transfer the credits
earned at JMI to the Home University.
